The Alice Springs Revival and Resilience Grant will run for 8 months from 11 November 2025 to 30 June 2026.
This grant opportunity was announced as part of the Targeted Regional Tourism Support Package, investing in Australia’s visitor economy in landmark regional destinations, to support and drive both international and domestic visitation into 2 of Australia’s iconic tourism destinations, the Great Barrier Reef and the Red Centre.
For every dollar spent in Australia’s visitor economy, 44c is spent in regional Australia and tourism acts as the economic lifeblood to many regional and remote communities. As part of THRIVE 2030 the national visitor economy strategy, the package aligns to the policy priorities of enhancing visitor infrastructure and building markets and attracting visitors.
The objective of the Alice Springs Revival and Resilience Grant program is to provide support to small tourism operators that are facing financial hardship in the Alice Springs and MacDonnell tourism region, enabling them to remain open and operational, while the region continues to recover.
The intended outcome of the Alice Springs Revival and Resilience Grant program is for eligible tourism operators in the Alice Springs and MacDonnell tourism region receiving funding to remain open and operational throughout the program and into financial year 2026-27. 

This program will complement 2 other grants targeted at supporting the Red Centre’s visitor economy:
· $5 million for Tourism Central Australia to lead a targeted attraction campaign aimed at bringing visitors back to the Red Centre.
· $2.5 million to establish the Alice Springs Tourism Development Fund, encouraging tourism operators to develop new and innovative offerings that will drive renewed interest and activity in the region.
The 3 grants under this package aim to increase domestic visitor day and overnight trips and spend, and international visitor nights and spend to Alice Springs and the Red Centre. Keeping tourism operators in the Alice Springs and MacDonnell region open and operational ensures there are attractions, accommodation, hospitality and transport to service visitors to the region.

[bookmark: _Toc421777594][bookmark: _Ref428266971]A total of $1 million over the 2025-26 financial year is available for the Alice Springs Revival and Resilience Grant, starting in November 2025 and ending 30 June 2026. 
Applications will be assessed in the order that they are received, up to and including the application closing time. All eligible applicants will receive a first payment of $6,500.  
After applications have closed, any remaining funds will be equally distributed across all eligible applicants as a second and final payment.  
The total value of your grant will be determined by the total number of eligible applicants. The following methodology will be used to calculate the grant amount.

We cannot consider your application if it does not satisfy all the eligibility criteria.

We cannot provide a grant if you receive funding from another government source for the same purpose.
Austrade’s Program Delegate will have final decision-making powers on whether or not you are eligible for a grant.

To be eligible you must: 
Have a valid Australian Business Number (ABN).
Be a business employing 19 staff or less.
Be solvent/not under insolvency administration.
Be currently trading and have traded for some or all of the high season (May 2025 to September 2025). 
Have an account with an Australian financial institution.
Have an annual turnover for the 2024-25 financial year of less than $5 million. Annual turnover is the total ordinary income that you derive in the income year in the course of running your business as defined by the ATO. The annual turnover amount will include all connected or affiliated businesses.
Must be primarily a tourism business, specifically a tourism characteristic industry or product as defined by the ABS Tourism Satellite Account methodology [1], as used in Tourism Research Australia’s (TRA) business counts report. This means at least 25% of your business output is consumed by visitors.
The primary purpose of your business must be one or more of the following: 
· Accommodation 
· Attractions 
· Events 
· Tours 
· Food and drink 
· Transport 
· Hire (equipment or vehicles)
Hold a valid membership with a Regional Tourism Organisation, such as Tourism Central Australia, or a tourism peak body, such as the Australian Tourism Export Council. If you do not have a valid membership, you must have held a previous valid membership in the past 2 years.  
Have a valid Australian Tourism Data Warehouse (ATDW) listing as of 1 November 2025.
Have your primary business operations located or based in the Alice Springs or MacDonnell tourism region [2], as defined by the ABS Cat. No. 9503.0.55.001 which can be qualified using this map: ArcGIS - Tourism region boundary map.
Have experienced a cumulative decrease of at least 20% in turnover and at least 20% in visitor numbers over the past 3 financial years from 2022-23 to 2024-25. For example, you may have experienced a 10% decrease in 2022-23, followed by a further 10% decrease in 2023-24, followed by a further 5% decrease in 2024-25. This would be a 25% decrease over 3 years, which is eligible for funding.  
If you meet the eligibility criteria at section 4.1 and own or operate more than one eligible business, you can submit multiple applications for each business. Each business will need to have a separate ABN and satisfy all the eligibility criteria. 
If your businesses operate under an overarching entity or brand, or an associated entity we will consider the total turnover for all connected or affiliated businesses. If turnover was $5 million or more for 2024-25 you will not be eligible.

labour costs
printing or stationery costs

· If your business is structured as a trust, include the trust deed and any amendments.

	Commonwealth entity
	a Department of State, or a Parliamentary Department, or a listed entity or a body corporate established by a law of the Commonwealth. See subsections 10(1) and (2) of the PGPA Act.

	Commonwealth Grants Rules and Principles 2024 (CGRPs)
	establish the overarching Commonwealth grants policy framework and articulate the expectations for all non-corporate Commonwealth entities in relation to grants administration. Under this overarching framework, non-corporate Commonwealth entities undertake grants administration based on the mandatory requirements and key principles of grants administration. 

	grant 
	[bookmark: _Int_rcmDytqy]for the purposes of the CGRPs, a ‘grant’ is an arrangement for the provision of financial assistance by the Commonwealth or on behalf of the Commonwealth:

	grant activity/activities
	refers to the project /tasks /services that the grantee is required to undertake.

	letter of agreement
	sets out the relationship between the parties to the agreement and specifies the details of the grant.

	GrantConnect
	is the Australian Government’s whole-of-government grants information system, which centralises the publication and reporting of Commonwealth grants in accordance with the CGRPs.

	grant opportunity
	refers to the specific grant round or process where a Commonwealth grant is made available to potential grantees. Grant opportunities may be open or targeted and will reflect the relevant grant selection process.

	grant program
	a ‘program’ carries its natural meaning and is intended to cover a potentially wide range of related activities aimed at achieving government policy outcomes. A grant program is a group of one or more grant opportunities under a single [entity] Portfolio Budget Statement Program.

	grantee
	the individual / organisation which has been selected to receive a grant.

	National Anti-Corruption Commission (NACC)
	The National Anti-Corruption Commission (NACC) is an independent Commonwealth agency. It detects, investigates and reports on serious or systemic corruption in the Commonwealth public sector. The Commission operates under the National Anti-Corruption Commission Act 2022. 

	PBS Program
	described within the entity’s Portfolio Budget Statement, PBS programs each link to a single outcome and provide transparency for funding decisions. These high-level PBS programs often comprise a number of lower level, more publicly recognised programs, some of which will be Grant Programs. A PBS Program may have more than one Grant Program associated with it, and each of these may have one or more grant opportunities.

	selection criteria
	comprise eligibility criteria and assessment criteria.

	selection process
	the method used to select potential grantees. This process may involve comparative assessment of applications or the assessment of applications against the eligibility criteria and/or the assessment criteria.

	Tourism characteristic products

	these are products that would significantly diminish in quantity or whose sales would drastically drop in the absence of tourism. 
A product is considered a country-specific tourism characteristic product if visitors consume at least 25% of its total output.

	Tourism characteristic industries

	these industries are defined as those that would either cease to exist in their current form or would be significantly impacted if tourism were to cease. An industry is considered a country-specific tourism characteristic industry if visitors consume at least 25% of its output.

	value with money
	value with money in this document refers to ‘value with relevant money’ which is a judgement based on the grant proposal representing an efficient, effective, economical and ethical use of public resources and determined from a variety of considerations.
When administering a grant opportunity, an official should consider the relevant financial and non-financial costs and benefits of each proposal including, but not limited to:
· the quality of the project proposal and activities;
· fitness for purpose of the proposal in contributing to government objectives;
· that the absence of a grant is likely to prevent the grantee and government’s outcomes being achieved; and
· the potential grantee’s relevant experience and performance history.

	THRIVE 2030
	The ReImagined Visitor Economy (THRIVE) 2030 is Australia’s national strategy for the long-term sustainable growth of the visitor economy.
